Mernda Display Home 

Here are a few simple tips to keep your lawn 

in tip top shape for summer and beyond.  

Caring for your lawn doesn't mean that you 

have to be a slave to it, regular maintenance 

is the key.   

Depending in what area you live, the average 

lawn needs approximately 25 millimetres or 

one inch of rain every week, so whether it is 

rainfall or a sprinkler this volume of water is 

vital for a healthy lawn.   

A quality lawn starts with quality soil and 

thatch (thatch is the layer of organic matter that lies underneath the 

top green layer of the lawn), the more the soil becomes compacted 

and the harder it is for your lawn to prosper.  Aeration of your lawn 

encourages oxygen to reach deeper into the soil allowing microbes to 

flourish and making it easier for nutrients and water to do their job.   

After aerating your lawn make sure that you finish with a quality fertil-

izer.  Fertilizers are compounds and elements that microbes in the soil 

help to break down into solutions that are then absorbed through the 

root system of the grass.  This helps strengthen and nourish the lawn 

for lush growth and colour.  

To keep your lawn in good health, the frequency of mowing should be 

fortnightly in Summer and monthly in Winter.  Mowing will also help 

to keep lawn thatching to a minimum.  

Do not throw out your lawn clippings after mowing as these are a 

fantastic boost of nutrition for your gardens. Simply spread your clips 

onto the garden then use a spade to lightly dig them into the soil.  This 

allows the organisms 

within the soil to 

enter the clippings 

and speed up their 

deterioration. 

If you leave lawn 

clippings to sit on top 

of your garden beds 

without being dug in 

they will not break 

down and will repel 

water away from the 

garden below so 

don't forget this im-

portant step.
